DIOCESAN CANON (VIII) REGARDING WHO IS QUALIFIED
TO VOTE AND SERVE ON VESTRY

Section 2 Only communicant members of a Congregation who are eighteen years of
age and over, whose names are duly enrolled as such in the Register of said Congregation, and
who are regular in their attendance upon its services and make stated contributions of record to
its general support, shall be a qualified Elector entitled to vote at the annual election of the
Vestry or Vestry Committee thereof, except that sixteen and seventeen year old persons shall
have seat, voice and vote in annual Parish elections, provided they shall have satisfied the other
requirements of an Elector, except as to age. The vote of no person shall be questioned unless
his or her right to vote shall be first challenged by a qualified Elector. In the event of such
challenge, the right of such person shall be passed upon by a committee of three previously
nominated by the Rector or Vicar, or in the event there shall be noRector or Vicar, then by the
Senior Warden and confirmed by the Vestry or Vestry Committee, and the findings of such
committee shall be final and binding.

Section 3 No person shall be eligible as a Warden or Vestry Member of Vestry
Committee Member who is not a qualified Elector in the Congregation.

PROPERTY

At year end 2009, it was recognized that two maintenance teams were needed to handle the
maintenance of our two campuses. Teams of volunteers were set up to meet on Thursday mornings at
the Ruskin campus and Monday mornings at the Sun City Center campus. The Ruskin maintenance team
is headed up by Larry Klevan. His team includes Mark and Annie Hunter, Vince Thompson, Richard
Barrett, Armand Villemaire, Matt Webb, Gene Hemingway, Don Wilbert, Roger Mills, and Walter

Croll. There are several other one-time volunteers, such as the ladies that helped paint the Parish Hall in
Ruskin this past November. At the Sun City Center campus ,the Building Committee and contractor work
is diminishing and the maintenance work increasing. The Jr. Warden, Walter Croll started a clean up crew
for Monday mornings which includes Linda Hertlein, Shirley Lingertot, and Tom Kilbourn. Also working
on the SCC campus team is Matt Webb, Jim Symons, Jack Edison, Bucky Devling, Roger Mills and
Walter Croll. In 2010 Ron Geywits and Deborah Croll are joining the team. We wish to thank them for all
the work time and effort they provided to keep both campuses well maintained while keeping the labor
cost down.

During 2009, the Ruskin major repairs requiring outside professional services included replacing; one of
the air-conditioners, two return air grills and ducts, a heater in a A/C unit, a commode in the parish hall
bathroom and repairing a major water line slow leak crack. We did have a lightening strike this year
causing over $7500.00 worth of damage, but fortunately the insurance covered all but the deductible
$500.00. The parish hall coffee maker was repaired and partially replaced.

See the 2010 budget for Building and Grounds anticipated costs for 2010. | would like to point out that the



recovering of the surface of the parking lot at the Ruskin campus could not be budgeted (not enough
pledge income). It will probably run as high as $10,000.00 to do what is required. If this is not done in
2010, the surface will continue to worsen and cost will continue to rise.

CHILDREN’S CHRISTIAN EDUCATION

For many years, St. John the Divine has been blessed with the opportunity to teach children about Jesus.
During this time of transition (beginning our two-campus ministry), our vision is to continue providing
excellent Christian education for children.

Children attend the 9:00 service with their parents. The children read the Scripture lesson, lead the
prayers, and serve as acolytes and ushers. They hear a Children's Sermon using puppets,
drama, and object lessons to bring Bible stories to life. After receiving communion or a blessing,
children four years and older go with their leaders to the Annex for Sunday School. We offer a
unique Sunday School curriculum called LIVE B.I.G. "Believe in God, believe also in me."- John
14:1, where children hear, see, and live their belief in God. The children enjoy videos, music, a
Bible lesson, crafts, and snacks.

The Youth Group, ages 11 to 14, meets on the first and third Sunday from 6:00 to 7:30 p.m. for games,
singing, a Bible lesson, crafts, and Prayer and Share time. They also go on recreational outings
and do service projects.

The children participate in a Christmas pageant or play at the 4:00 p.m. Christmas Eve service, and this
year, the children presented an Easter play.
